Release all pressure from hydraulic cylinder (B, Fig. 1) by
turning release valve. (D, Fig. 2)
Note: Use hydraulic handle (E).

2. Lift tension rod (F) from clamp end. (G, Fig. 3)

3. Open clamp. (Fig. 4)

4. Place clamp on pipes to be welded. (Fig. 5)

5. Close release valve. (D, Fig. 6)

6. Close clamp by pumping the hydraulic cylinder (B)
upwards. (Fig /)
